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Rector’s Thoughts

Gratitude. It’s a natural theme for November. If we think back to last November, what can we see in our individual and corporate lives lifting our spirits to thank God?
I imagine our Henrico Parish forebears thanked God in 1611 for bringing them safely across the “Pond” and planting them in this land. They were grateful that they had survived another year, and so are we. They were grateful to have a community of faith and the warmth of family, and so are we. They were grateful to begin a new life and they had hope for the future, and so do we.

I continue to be profoundly grateful for the outpouring of welcome and love that I have received from St. John’s parishioners. I experienced such warmth on October 19th, when Bishop Shannon Johnston joined us to celebrate the new ministry on which we have embarked together. You are a very special community and I am honored and humbled to have been called into your midst. 

I know that in this place, perhaps more than in any other, we stand on the shoulders of giants, and God continues to equip this parish to be steadfast in doing the work of love and compassion we are called to do: to nurture and support one another in the Spirit, to go into the world and preach the Good News, not only with our lips, but in our lives, to welcome the stranger and to be a home for those on a spiritual journey. Above all, we are called to worship God, to give thanks and to offer ourselves, body, mind, and spirit to God as we seek God’s will for us, as individuals and as the Body of Christ.

Martin Luther wrote: “I have held many things in my hands, and I have lost them all; but whatever I have placed in God's hands, that I still possess.” This Thanksgiving, in gratitude, offer yourself, all that you are, to God. “The reward for loving God is to love God more.”
At the service for Celebration of New Ministry, I said this prayer. It is what guides my spirit as your Rector:

“O Lord my God, I am not worthy to have you come under my roof; 

yet you have called your servant to stand in your house, and to serve at your altar.

To you and to your service I devote myself, body, soul, and spirit. Fill my memory with the record of your mighty works; enlighten my understanding with the light of your Holy Spirit; and may all the desires of my heart and will center in what you would have me do.

Make me an instrument of your salvation for the people entrusted to my care, and grant that I may faithfully administer your holy Sacraments, and by my life and teaching set forth your true and living Word.

Be always with me in carrying out the duties of my ministry. In prayer, quicken my devotion; in praises, heighten my love and gratitude; in preaching, give me readiness of thought and expression; and grant that, by the clearness and brightness of your holy Word, all the world may be drawn into your blessed kingdom. All this I ask for the sake of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ.  Amen.”

A STEWARDSHIP MOMENT
        Every autumn we are asked to prayerfully consider making a pledge of monetary support to St. John’s Church, and that usually involves the subject of stewardship.  Stewardship can be a rather large and daunting concept, and any meaningful discussion of it is beyond “my pay grade.”  Nevertheless, here are some random thoughts I would like to share with you, some of which come from others.

            I believe the Bible to be the inspired Word of God.  If we want to know how God wants us to live our lives, we need only to consult the Bible:  it is the Christian operator’s manual.

            And here is some of what the Bible tells us.  God loves each of us.  In fact, according to the Gospel writer for whom our church is named, “God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.  God did not send his Son ... to condemn the world but to save the world through him.”  What an amazing gift!  The Bible also tells us that God wants us to live in community and in relationship.  He has provided to each of us different gifts, and St. Paul tells us that the body of believers is like our own bodies.  Each part of the body has a different function or gift, but together, they provide all that we need.

            The Bible reveals that God gives us orders, and one of those is to love one another.  Naturally, we can do that best by being together, marshalling our talents and gifts and reaching out to others in gratitude for all that God has given us.  There is no doubt that everything we have and everything we need comes from God.  So, the stewardship of our assets, including our time and talent, should be in gratitude for all of the amazing gifts that God has given us because of his love for us.

         
   Consider these passages from Forward Day by Day.

From the September 13, 2009, issue:

“Recently a bishop explained to a confirmation class that spreading “Good News” meant using the gift of the Holy Spirit received at baptism to empower them to bring a new person to Jesus.  A year later, a class almost double in size was presented, for the Vicar would not let those confirmed forget their commission.”
Would that all of us would take as seriously our call to bring people to Jesus as ... the members of that confirmation class!

From the October 8, 2009, issue:

“I see people who are musical or artistic as special, gifted, whereas my gifts I write off as nothing more than hobbies. But I have gifts – as others do – so that I can undertake some particular task in building God’s kingdom.  My passion for a certain kind of work, my love of words, my sense of humor – these are all manifestations of the Holy Spirit of God, given so that God can transform people.  As a Christian, I have to honor the gifts I have rather than wishing I had someone else’s.  I have to believe that the Spirit of God will use me, if I get out of the way, to make this world better and more godly.  I have to trust God’s decision to give me gifts that add to the kingdom of God.”
And from the August 21, 2009, issue:

“From what do you give to God, from your abundance or from your all? While it is easier to give from one’s abundance, after the bills are paid, the groceries are brought, and the vacation is planned, it is often tempting to treat such giving as a tip, a little something extra for the server. Giving from one’s all means giving first.  It is an act of faith, and as such, it is not about ‘fair share’ or tax write- off or support for a favorite program at the church.  Giving from one’s all is about understanding that everything we have, everything we use to make our livelihood – our minds, our strength, the materials, even the time we have to work – is a gift from God.”
John Wesley said, “make as much as you can, save as much as you can, and give as much as you can.” Giving from one’s all keeps things in perspective.  It saves us from the deceiving promise of idols which cannot and will not save us at all.

Your name will appear on the bank’s remittance and you can claim a tax deduction for your gift.
Offertory envelopes are not necessary for proper recording of your giving unless your giving is made with cash. In order to conserve paper and expense we will provide envelopes only upon request. Please check the appropriate line on your pledge form.

The Rev. Dr. Paul J. Achtemeier worships at St. John’s 11:00 service and is a member of our choir. He is an honors graduate of Elmhurst College and of Union Theological Seminary in New York (B.D.) from which he also received his doctorate (Th.D.). Dr. Achtemeier is currently Professor of Biblical Interpretation, Emeritus of Union Theological Seminary in Richmond, Virginia, where he taught from 1973 until 1997. Dr. Achtemeier has lectured and preached throughout North America and abroad at educational institutions, churches, Scriptural Institutes, and a wide variety of conferences for scholars, clergy, and lay people. He is a prolific writer of New Testament scholarship, his books being used by colleges and seminaries. His commentary on 1 Peter in the Hermeneia series was named New Testament Book of the Year for 1996 - 1997 by the Biblical Archaeology Review. He is currently New Testament editor, Interpretation:A Biblical Commentary for Teaching and Preaching.
The Rev. Dr. Cecil Sherman nationally-known speaker and preacher will be our guest preacher at both services and speaker at our Adult Forum. If you want to be inspired to offer yourself to God’s work of love in the world, then make sure you came to worship and Adult Forum and November 8. Dr. Sherman currently serves as visiting professor of pastoral ministries at the Baptist Theological Seminary at Richmond. He was pastor of Broadway Baptist Church in Fort Worth, Texas, from 1985-1992 and was pastor of First Baptist Church in Asheville, North Carolina, from 1964-1984. Dr. Sherman has been very active in church life and community service and has written and spoken extensively. He authors the ongoing Formations Commentary for Smyth & Helwys’ Sunday School curriculum line. He also has a five-volume Formations Commentary compilation covering Genesis to Revelation.

Neill Goff and John King welcomed visitors in the church, and all felt God’s warmth and blessing. Many thanks go to all the parishioners and pets who welcomed so many visitors and made them feel at home.
APPRAISAL OF PARISH TREASURES
As you may be aware, St. Johns Church has retained the considerable skills of Mrs. Josephine Thrasher to work on an appraisal of the church's art and artifacts. It has taken the better part of a month for her physical survey and photo documentation of each item considered a piece of art or a valuable artifact. She is now combining everything into a catalog, with each item evaluated separately. When complete the catalog will serve us as a thorough inventory and reference to all future appraisals, with new items being added at the time of their acquisition. This process has left everyone who has helped her with a greater understanding and appreciation of the real treasures we hold here at St. Johns.

Mrs. Thrasher is based in Alexandria, and holds a Master of Arts in Valuation Science. She has appraised holdings for the U. S. Government and the Military, the Smithsonian museums, the White House, Montpelier, and many other distinguished clients. Mrs. Thrasher has been very impressed with the whole story that our archives and objects tell, and has said that she has seldom seen such a complete history represented.

As a token of her appreciation and admiration of St. Johns, she has donated a lovely silver coffee and tea service to us. The set has been used by her mother, and Mrs. Thrasher is very happy to know that St. Johns will be continuing to enjoy it in the future. Its first use at St. John’s was at the reception following the Celebration of New Ministry with our new Rector, Laura.



There were several members who generously gave many hours of their time to assist Mrs. Thrasher and guide her through all the buildings involved in the project.  Their thorough knowledge of the objects and church history kept things flowing very smoothly.  Thanks to leader of the appraisal project, Neill Goff and to Pattie Tobler Martin, Karla Bell, Charlotte Kerr, Martha Broughton, Reeves McCune, Jane Koontz, and Judith Bowen Sherman for their gift of multiple days of effort, both physical and mental.

We are grateful to the St. John’s Church Foundation, which is funding half of the expenses for this project. This has been a successful project that has given all of us a deeper appreciation of our church, and a thorough and accurate catalog of our treasures.

ACTS (Area Congregations Together in Service)
Mission - ACTS is a Greater Richmond inter-faith mission providing support and resources during periods of financial crisis to prevent homelessness.  Vision - To be the premiere faith-based organization working to prevent homelessness in the Greater Richmond area, fostering a community that values and cares for persons in crisis.
The need is very great during the present economic crisis to help keep families and individuals from falling into homelessness. Over recent months, ACTS expanded its monthly client referral limit from15 families to 25 in order to respond to the ever-growing requests for assistance. ACTS has nonetheless reached its referral limit by the 15th of the month for the past six months. 

ACTS continues to move forward in its ministry, adding new "faith-partner" congregations every month.. Nearly 100 congregations now partner with ACTS. ACTS was recently awarded a $25,000 grant from the Nunally Charitable Lead Trust. ACTS received final approval for a total of $95,000 in federal stimulus funds from Henrico and Chesterfield counties. Founded in 2005 by St. John's, the mission is to provide support services and respite activities for patients and their families who are receiving treatment on the Polytrauma Unit at Hunter Holmes McGuire Veterans' Medical Center. For more information contact the church office.
